annum, and in rural Apache, Coconino, Gila, Graham, Greenlee, La Paz,
Navajo, Pinal and Yuma Counties per-capita income is less than $1 1,000,
and rural counties have an average poverty rate of 23% compared to a
rate of 13% for urban counties.

dwm Arizona ranks #2 in the United States for housing units
which lack either complete plumbing or a complete kitchen, and the vast
majority of these sub-standard dwellings are located in rural areas. We,
